TAKE I-25 EXIT 269B WEST YOU WILL BE ON HWY 14. GO WEST TO HWY 287/COLLEGE,
TURN RIGHT, (NORTH). GO THROUGH TOWN TOWARD LAPORTE. IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE
RAILROAD TRACKS (JUST PAST JAX FARM STORE) TURN LEFT ON SHIELDS ST. FOUR WINDS
IS ONE BLOCK SOUTH ON THE EAST SIDE OF THE ROAD.

RULES AND REGULATIONS:

1. EVERY CLASS COVERED HEREIN IS COVERED BY THE RULES AND SPECIFICATIONS OF
THE CURRENT CHJA RULE BOOK AND WILL BE CONDUCTED AND JUDGED IN
ACCORDANCE THEREWITH.

2. EVERY ANIMAL ENTERED WILL BE UNDER CONTROL OF THE SHOW COMMITTEE, BUT
CHIJA, ITS BOARD OF DIRECTORS, AND THE FOUR WINDS WILL BE IN NO WAY
RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY LOSS OR ACCIDENT WHICH MAY OCCUR. IT SHALL BE A



CONDITION OF ENTRY THAT EACH EXHIBITOR HOLDS THE FOUR WINDS AND CHJA
HARMLESS FOR ANY DAMAGE OR LOSS THAT MAY OCCUR TO ANY PERSON, ANIMAL, OR
PROPERTY.

3. COURSES WILL BE POSTED AND AT THE RINGS ONE HOUR BEFORE THE START OF
CLASSES. THREE-MINUTE GATE AND DOTTED LINE MAY BE ENFORCED.

4. THE SHOW RESERVES THE RIGHT TO CANCEL, COMBINE, OR DIVIDE ANY CLASSES IF, IN
ITS OPINION, THE ENTRIES SO WARRANT.

5. PRIZE AND SIX RIBBONS ARE AWARDED IN ALL CLASSES. CHAMPIONSHIPS AND
RESERVES AWARDED TO COMPLETE DIVISIONS.

6. AN $18 FEE PER CLASS, $15 EMT FEE PER RIDER, AND $15 OFFICE FEE PER HORSE WILL
BE CHARGED. A GROUNDS FEE OF $15 MAY BE CHARGED PER HORSE WITHOUT STALLING,
AND A LATE FEE OF $25 WILL ADDED ON ENTRIES SAME SHOW DAY. MANAGEMENT MAY
REVIEW SITUATION. A $30 FEE WILL BE CHARGED ON ALL RETURNED CHECKS.

CLASS DESCRIPTIONS:

*  WARM-UP CLASSES: NO RESTRICTIONS. CLASSES HELD OPEN AND FENCE HEIGHTS
ADJUSTED TO THE DIVISION JUMPED. YOU MAY RIDE ADDITIONAL WARM-UPS FOR
AN ADDITIONAL FEE OF $18 EACH. BLUE AND RED RIBBONS AWARDED FOR HIGH
SCORES.

*  SCHOOLING HUNTER: OPEN TO HORSES AND PONIES. 2'3" TO 2'6". NO IN AND OUTS.
ADULTS MAY RIDE PONIES. SPREAD NOT TO EXCEED FENCE HEIGHT. COURSE NOT
ADJUSTED FOR PONIES.

*  BEGINNER OPEN HUNTER: FENCE HEIGHT 2'6" TO 2'9". NO IN AND OUTS. OPEN TO
ANY HORSE AND RIDER. THE SAME HORSE/RIDER COMBINATION MAY NOT CROSS
ENTER INTO CLASSES 3° OR HIGHER AT THE SAME SHOW. THE COURSE NOT
ADJUSTED FOR PONIES.

* BEGINNER JUNIOR HUNTER: FENCE HEIGHT 2'6" TO 2'9". OPEN TO HORSES/PONIES
RIDDEN BY JUNIOR RIDERS. THE SAME HORSE/RIDER COMBINATION MAY NOT
CROSS ENTER IN CLASSES 3’ OR HIGHER AT THE SAME SHOW. THE COURSE NOT
ADJUSTED FOR PONIES.

* BEGINNER AMATEUR HUNTER: FENCES 2'6" TO 2'9". NO IN AND OUTS. OPEN TO
HORSES/PONIES RIDDEN BY ADULT AMATEUR RIDERS. THE SAME HORSE AND
RIDER COMBINATION MAY NOT CROSS ENTER INTO CLASSES 3 OR HIGHER AT THIS
SHOW. THE COURSE NOT ADJUSTED FOR PONIES.

*  BEGINNER PONY HUNTER: FENCES 2' SMALL, 2'3" MEDIUM, 2'6" LARGE. NO IN AND
OUTS. SPREAD NOT TO EXCEED FENCE HEIGHT. NO AGE RESTRICTIONS FOR RIDERS.
ADULTS MAY BE ALLOWED TO RIDE BEGINNER PONIES, BUT WILL NOT BE JUDGED.
THE SAME PONY/RIDER COMBINATION MAY NOT CROSS ENTER INTO CHJA PONY
CLASSES AT THIS SHOW.

*  BEGINNER EQUITATION: 11 & UNDER: 2' TO 2'3", NO OXERS. 12 -17 AND 18 & OVER:
2'6" TO 2'9". NO IN AND OUTS; COURSES NOT ADJUSTED FOR PONIES. RIDERS MAY
NOT CROSS ENTER INTO CHJA EQUITATION CLASSES AT THE SAME SHOW, EXCEPT
FOR 11 & UNDER RIDERS.

*  BEGINNER PONY EQUITATION: FENCES 2' SMALL, 2'3" MEDIUM, 2'6" LARGE. NO IN
AND OUTS. OPEN TO JUNIOR RIDERS (USEF RULE GOVERNING AGE OF RIDERS



APPLIES) ON A PONY. RIDERS MAY NOT CROSS ENTER INTO CHJA PONY EQUITATION
AT THE SAME SHOW.

* CHJA GREEN, EVERGREEN AND OPEN HUNTER (CAN BE COMBINED): FENCES 3'
TO 3'5" ADJUSTED. GREEN, OPEN TO HORSES IN THEIR FIRST 2 YEARS OF SHOWING,
HAVING NEVER SHOWN HIGHER THAN 3'5" AT USEF OR CHJA APPROVED SHOWS.

*  SHORT STIRRUP HUNTER: OPEN TO RIDERS 11 YEARS & UNDER. FENCES NOT TO
EXCEED 2'3". NO IN AND OUTS.

*  MEDIUM STIRRUP HUNTER: OPEN TO RIDERS 12 — 17. FENCES NOT TO EXCEED 2'3".
NO IN AND OUTS.

*  LONG STIRRUP HUNTER: OPEN TO RIDERS 18 & OVER. FENCES NOT TO EXCEED 2'3".
NO IN AND OUTS.

* CHJA AMATEUR HUNTER: FENCES 3'. OPEN TO ALL AMATEUR RIDERS 18 & OVER.

*  CHJA JUNIOR HUNTER: AGES COMBINED, FENCES 3'. OPEN TO JUNIOR RIDERS.

*  CHJA EQUITATION: FENCES 3'. ADULT AMATEURS, JUNIORS 11 & UNDER, AND
JUNIORS 12 - 17 COMPETE RESPECTIVELY.

*  $100 HANDY HUNTER CLASSICS: PONY AND SCHOOLING, FENCES 2'. OPEN TO ANY
JUNIOR OR AMATEUR RIDER WHO HAS SHOWN IN A DIVISION AT THIS SHOW. THE
2ND HUNTER ROUND OF THEIR DIVISIONS WILL BE JUDGED AS THE IST ROUND OF
THE CLASSIC. FEE §22.

JUMPER CLASSES IN EACH DIVISION WILL BE 2B, 2.1, AND 2B, IN THAT ORDER.
CHAMPION AND RESERVE AWARDED ON COMPLETION OF DIVISION SUNDAY.

*  PUDDLE JUMPER: FENCES 2'3" TO 2'6". OPEN TO HORSE/PONY AND RIDER WHO
HAVE NOT SHOWN 3° OR HIGHER IN ANY SHOW APPROVED BY USEF OR CHJA.
HORSE/RIDER COMBINATION LOSE ELIGIBILITY IMMEDIATELY UPON SHOWING 3’
OR HIGHER IN ANY USEF OR CHJA HORSE SHOW. TABLE V, SECTION 1 OPTIMUM
TIME IN FIRST ROUND.

*  SCHOOLING JUMPER: OPEN TO ANY HORSE AND RIDER. FENCES 2'9" MAXIMUM.

* FOUR WINDS JUMPER: OPEN TO ANY HORSE AND RIDER. FENCES 3".

* CHJA LOW JUMPER: FENCES 3' TO 3'3" MAXIMUM. OPEN TO ANY HORSE OR RIDER.

*  CHJA JR/AA JUMPER COMBINED: FENCES 3'3" TO 3'5" MAXIMUM IST CLASS. OPEN
TO ANY JUNIOR RIDER OR ADULT AMATEUR.

* CHJA OPEN JUMPERS: FENCES 3'9" MAXIMUM 1ST CLASS. OPEN TO ANY HORSE
AND RIDER.

*  $500 OPEN MARK VANN MEMORIAL JUMPER CLASSIC: FENCES 3'6". HELD AT FOUR
WINDS [, JULY. OPEN TO ANY HORSE/RIDER COMBINATION THAT HAVE COMPETED
IN A DIVISION AT THIS SHOW. FORMAL ATTIRE REQUESTED. TABLE II SEC2A-B. A
REVOLVING TROPHY AND COOLER AWARDED. FEE $50.

*  $250 GAMBLERS CHOICE: HELD AT FOUR WINDS II, AUGUST. HORSE/RIDER
COMBINATION MUST HAVE COMPETED IN A DIVISION AT THIS SHOW. FEE $35.
